Informal briefing to the General Assembly (GA) on the global SDG indicator framework on January 28th on update on the work of the IAEG-SDGs
1. SET OF SDG INDICATORS
· 229 indicators: 149 categorized as ‘green’ (full consent, clear goals and indicators), 80 categorized as ‘grey’ (still under discussion)
· Full list of global indicators (proposal) to UN Statistical Commission in mid-February 2016 for their review and submission to ECOSOC and General Assembly for adoption in March 2016

2. INDICATOR FRAMEWORK
· Global indicators (core of all sets of indicators)
· Indicators at regional, national and sub-national level (to complement global indicators) – will be developed by Member States (taking into account national circumstances)
· Framework will also include a number of thematic indicators (e.g. education)

3. GLOBAL SDG INDICATOR FRAMEWORK IMPLEMENTATION
· Annual SDG progress report to support follow-up and review at the High-level Political Forum > Secretary General’s mandate
· Data will be produced by national statistical systems; information aggregation at sub-regional, regional and global level > national ownership
· Statistic capacity building > IAEG-SDGs and HLG will work closely together to develop a strategic plan for statistical capacity building (essential for national statistic systems to meet the demands of the 2030 agenda)
· Assessment of status of indicators proposed > classified into three tiers
i. Tier I: an established methodology exists and data are already widely available
ii. Tier II: a methodology has been established but for which data are not easily available
iii. Tier III: an internationally agreed methodology has not yet been developed

Acronyms and Abbreviations

ECOSOC
The United Nations Economic and Social Council (ECOSOC) is one of the principal organs of the United Nations, responsible for coordinating the economic, social and related work of 14 UN specialized agencies, their functional commissions and five regional commissions. The ECOSOC has 54 members. It holds one four-week session each year in July, and since 1998, it has also held a meeting each April with finance ministers heading key committees of the World Bank and the International Monetary Fund (IMF).
The ECOSOC serves as the central forum for discussing international economic and social issues, and for formulating policy recommendations addressed to member states and the United Nations system. A number of non-governmental organizations have been granted consultative status to the Council to participate in the work of the United Nations.

HLG for post-2015 monitoring
On 6 March 2015, at its forty-sixth session, the United Nations Statistical Commission created a High-level Group for Partnership, Coordination and Capacity-Building for post-2015 monitoring (HLG), composed of Member States and including regional and international agencies as observers. The HLG aims to establish a global partnership for sustainable development data. The HLG will report annually to the Statistical Commission.
Mandate: The HLG and has been tasked to provide strategic leadership for the sustainable development goal implementation process as it concerns statistical monitoring and reporting.

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IAEG-SDGs
On 6 March 2015, at its forty-sixth session, the United Nations Statistical Commission created an Inter-agency and Expert Group on SDG Indicators (IAEG-SDGs), composed of Member States and including regional and international agencies as observers. The IAEG-SDGs will provide a proposal of a global indicator framework (and associated global and universal indicators) for consideration by the Statistical Commission at its forty-seventh session in March 2016.
Mandate: The IAEG-SDGs has been tasked to develop an indicator framework for the goals and targets of the post-2015 development agenda at the global level, and to support its implementation.
